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Kenrokuen is one of the three Great Gardens of Japan.

The other two are Kairakuen Park in ibaragi Prefecture which is located in
northeast of Tokyo and Korakuen Park in Okayama Prefecture which is located in

East of Hiroshima.

The name Kenrokuen Park means a park combining six attributes of a perfect

garden.

The six attributes are spaciousness, seclusion, artifice, antiquity,

watercourses and panoramas.

The total area is about 11 million square meters, approximately twice the size

of a baseball park called “Tokyo Dome” .
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
